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RED MAPLE
(Acer rubrum)

Red Maples are suitable for medium to large areas. Their leaves are red-
tinged when new, and turn green in summer. In fall, leaves are deep red or
yellow, accompanied by red flowers. Green stems turn red in the winter.
The Red Maple exhibits a fast growth rate, is tolerant of many soil
conditions, and prefers partial shade to full sun. The tree grows to a height
of 40'-60' on average, with a canopy width of usually no more than 40'.
