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REDBUD

(Cercis canadensis)

Redbuds are suitable for small to medium areas, and can grow underneath
larger trees. Its bark is dark gray to black, starting out smooth in its youth
and later becoming long plates that separate into thin scales. In early
spring, the tree grows bright purplish-red, pea-shaped flowers in clusters.
The leaves are heart-shaped and glossy-green in summer, turning bright
yellow in the fall. The Redbud exhibits a rapid growth rate, and prefers
well-drained soil and partial shade to full sun. The tree grows to a height of
15'-30' on average, with a canopy width of usually no more than 30'.
